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Are you returning from Iraq or Afghanistan? Did you serve in Operation 

Desert Storm/Desert Shield (ODS), New Dawn (OND), Iraqi Freedom/

Enduring Freedom (OIF/OEF)?  Were you exposed to burn pits?  

If you served in a theater of combat operations after November 11, 1998, 

and were discharged on or after January 28, 2003, you have special eligibility 

to enroll in the VA health care system for 5 years from your date of 

discharge or release. You can receive cost-free medical care for any con-

dition related to your service in theater and access to VA’s full Medical 

Benefits Package.  

 

The Department of Veterans Affairs will begin processing disability claims 

Aug. 2 for asthma, rhinitis and sinusitis on a presumptive basis based on 

presumed particulate matter exposures during military service in Southwest 

Asia and certain other areas — if these conditions manifested within 10 

years of a qualifying period of military service.
